 The above is actually a church's 
mission statement.  It's a powerful 
reminder that as Christians, faith is not 
simply what we profess or believe, faith 
is what we DO.  Recently, the churches 
of our Conference and District have been 
challenged to DO three things: 

  1.  Don't Invite, Bring.  Don't simply 
invite people to church or a church event 
or activity, bring them with you.  Sit with 
them, show them around, introduce them 
to others. 

 2.  Take part in a Church Mission 
Outreach in 2018.   

 3.  Open the Doors of the Church 
and See All the People.  Be intentional 
about connecting with and caring for 
those outside your church building.  
Show them, in words and actions, the 
love and grace of God. 

 As the See All the People* 
campaign points out, for too long, our 
churches have often searched for a 
quick fix to help guide our discipleship 
efforts. We have been busy sending 
postcards, producing PowerPoint 
presentations  and studying community 
demographics.  

 While efforts like these can be 
important,  the most essential step for 
making disciples of Jesus Christ is to 

immerse ourselves in the lives of the 
people  who are right outside our doors.  
Instead of just doing things FOR people, 
we need to do things WITH them. 

 Sunday, November 18th will be 
Bradley Wesley Reach Out Sunday.  
We will meet at 8:45 am as usual, pray 
together, then ALL will break into groups 
for service and outreach.   (See more on 
page 4).   

 On Saturday, November 24th, a 
team of volunteers will meet at the 
church at 2 pm, then go out to collect the 
bags distributed throughout the 
community on Nov. 18. 

 Sunday, November 25th will be our 
Reach Out Sunday Celebration - all 
who participated in various ways on 
November 18 will have a chance to 
share their project and experience,  and 
we will celebrate all that God is doing in 
and through the people of Wesley, 
including the See What Love Can DO 
outreach. 

 Throughout the year, we will be 
intentional about continuing to engage 
with our neighborhood and support our 
nearby school and families.  Does that 
sound scary to you?  Sometimes it 
scares me!  So I close with some words 
that have inspired and encouraged me.

FYI: With the new tax laws taking 
effect this year the personal exemption 
will be $12,000 (filing single) or $24,000 
(filing married/jointly). Most people will 

be taking this standard deduction 
instead of itemizing on their return. 
There is good news for charitable 
giving and that includes giving to 

Wesley. If you have an IRA and need to 
take a yearly distribution ( after age 70 

½ ), then you can ask your IRA 
institution to write a check to Wesley as 
part of your pledge, and not pay tax on 

that distribution.
